Addendum on how to use the Sailing Results Program for Round Robin

1
Firstly acquaint yourself with the running of this program using the instructions in Series.doc

2 For Round Robin there are the following additional features:

A
In Control, Is this race in Series Y/N you put say YA or YB your tab settings will be R1A, R1B, R2A, R2B, etc

B
If you have your DNC, DNF etc set to Race Entry+ then the program will check how from your race settings what would be the largest number of Entries in Any Race using the same criteria as the current Race. Then it will make the Race Entry for DNC, DNF etc equal to this maximum.


eg Lets say you have 98 boats competing


     Lets say you slit them into 4 using A, B, C, D



Lets say there are 24 A boats, 24 B Boats, 25 C Boats and 25 D Boats



Lets say A and B sail together There are 48 boats sailing



Lets say C and D sail together There are 50 boats sailing


In the calculation for DNC, DNF etc the programme uses 50 as the Race Entry thus both fleets end up with  the same for DNC, DNF etc

C
Discards are applied before splitting the series to the number of races each boat has sailed.

D
There have been a number of protests that have gone to National Committees concerning tie breaking


If you are using ISAF tie breaking and you are using A8.1 and A8.2 as modified on June 1st 2002 then


a
A8.1 is no issue


b
A8.2 has the issue of what is the latest race.

The consensus seems to be that 

Lets say A has sailed with B and started at 12:00

Lets say C has sailed with D and started at 12:10

A B C D are considered to have stated together

Hence the latest race is the latest race a boat has sailed

There are significant complications if a race is postponed and sailed at the end

Hence now the sets of races are not sailed at similar timings

The consensus still  seems to be it is the latest race that a boat has sailed that decides the tie break

The Programme does it that way

E
After a series is split for the finals you have 2 choices for how discards are applied. They can either be applied to all races that boat has sailed or just to the finals.

F
There are two ways of treating the finals either as two separate series or as a continuation of the original series. My advice would be to always use the separate series for Gold Fleets, Silver Fleets etc  

If you choose to continue the original series then the 


A fleet (Gold fleet) will be scored normal score for any low points scoring system or + 300 for any high Points scoring system.


B fleet (Silver fleet) will be scored normal score +100 for any low points scoring system or + 200 for any high Points scoring system.


C fleet (Bronze fleet) will be scored normal score+200 for any low points scoring system or + 100 for any high Points scoring system.


D fleet (Emerald fleet) will be scored normal score+200 for any low points scoring system or + 100 for any high Points scoring system.

3 To use round robin you need to do the following additional steps

A
In Control, Series Setup and Scoring select Round Robin

B
Put in all your entries as normal

C
Ensure your ribbon colours are set up in Entrants, Select Item, Organise Entrants Sheet

D
Decide how you are going to decide who sails against who. 

You can do it manually by putting an A, B, C or D in the Code Column. 

You can do it randomly using a random number generator by Entrants, Select Item, Round Robin Ribbons, Tick Sort Random. You can then select how many teams you need. 

You can do it logically by Entrants, Select Item, Round Robin Ribbons, Select ABCDABCD etc or ABCDDCBA etc. If you only select A-C then you will get ABCCBA etc.(ABCDEFG are valid)

E
Decide whether the first race is (A and B) and (C and D) and the subsequent races are they (A and C) and (B and D) etc. You can also just have one ribbon or up to 8 ribbons in a race.

F
Input the results and at any time reassign the ribbons. Note: It is essential that before reassigning ribbons that the results of previous races are input and calculated once. The act of calculating checks the ribbons and freezes the participants in that race so that if there is a protest later and the race needs to be changed it can be changed even though the ribbons have moved on.

G
Sail as many races as you want changing ribbons as many times as you want.

H
The preliminaries are over now get the results right

I
Now you wish to do the finals. The fleet needs splitting. Split the fleet into Gold , silver, Bronze, Emerald using Entrants, Select Item, Round Robin Split Fleets. There are a number of options as to how the fleets end up.

a
You can freeze all the preliminary races and their discards and discards now start again. Splitting the fleets  will change the tabs for the races to F1A and F1B etc for those races sailed. An F type race is frozen it cannot be recalculated or modified. 

b
You can just split the fleets and leave them as they are

c
You can make the place in the preliminaries the first race of the finals

The program will ask you how many series you wish to create. (If you are using Laser Rules split the series into 2 series. You will now have the Original Series a Gold and Silver Series.) It will change the tabs for the races to F1A and F1B etc for those races sailed. An F type race is frozen it cannot be recalculated or modified. 


Tip If you only want to use the original series for the finals then you can avoid creating the Gold and Silver etc Series as in H above by when you split fleets cancelling where it asks for the file name etc for the Gold Fleet. I however advise you use the separate fleets and use the separated fleets for the finals

J
You now have a choice. Put the final races into the original series and then you will get a combined Gold and Silver etc result. Put the finals races into the Gold and Silver etc Series. You could do both. You can save time if you use the race transfer feature if you do do both.
