SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

1.  RULES 

1.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS 2009-2012), Notice of Race and following Sailing Instructions.
1.2 No national authority prescriptions will apply.

1.3 The Equipment Rules and Class Rules will apply.

1.4 The Starting Area is defined as: an area covering 50 meters from any point on the starting line.

1.5 The Racing Area is defined as the area where a boat may race plus 100 meters.

1.6 If there is a conflict between the Notice of Race and these Sailing Instruction the Sailing Instruction will take precedence.
1.7 If is a conflict between languages the English text will take precedence.

2.  NOTICES TO COMPETITORS

2.1 Notices to competitors will be posted on the Official Notice Board located at the Sailing School “Bangputys” lobby.
3.  CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

3.1 Any change to the sailing instructions will be posted before 09 30 on the day it will take effect, except that any change to the schedule of races will be posted by 20 00 on the day before it will take effect. 

3.2 An oral (Any) change to SI on the water before start also can be done, if will be possible to inform about that change all the competitors.
4.  SIGNALS MADE ASHORE
4.1 Signals made ashore will be displayed on the Yacht Club mast.

4.2 When flag AP is displayed ashore, ‘1 minute’ is replaced with ‘not earlier, than 45 minutes’ in the race signal AP.

5.  SCHEDULE OF RACES

5.2 The Organizing Authority will exercise his rights to change the Schedule and number of races.
5.3 One extra race per day may be sailed, provided that no class becomes more than one race ahead of schedule and the change is made according to instruction 3.

5.4   On the last racing day no warning signal will be made after 13:00.
6.  CLASS FLAGS 

Class flags will be class symbols:
Finn – on a white background
Laser S – on a white background
Laser R – on a red background

Laser 4.7 – on a green background

Optimist – on a white background

7.  RACING AREAS 
7.1 The racing areas will be as shown in Illustration A.
7.2 “Prohibited area for coach, support and spectator boats” will be as shown in Illustration B 

8.  THE COURSES

8.1 There will be Course A1 (Optimist) and Course B1 (Finn and Laser) 

8.2 The diagrams in Illustration A1 and B1 shows the courses, the order in which marks are to be passed, and the side on which each mark is to be left.
8.3 Courses may be shortened. ( see RRS rule 32.2)
8.4 The gates of the course (marks 3S/3P and 4S/4P) may be laid after the start.

9.  MARKS

9.1 The Marks 1; 2; 3; 3S/3P; 5 will be red inflatable buoys.
The Marks 1A; 4A/4P will be yellow inflatable buoys.
9.2 The starting marks will be:

9.2.1 The course A1 – race committee boats at the starboard and port ends of the starting line.
9.2.2 The course B1 - race committee boat at the starboard end and a staff with flag at the port end of the starting line.

9.3 The finishing marks will be a race committee boat at the starboard end of the finishing line and a staff with flag at the port end of the finishing line.
9.4 When a mark is missing, it substitutes a boat displaying Flag ‘M’. Failure of a mark, boat to be in station or to display her signal will not be grounds for redress. This changes rules 34 and 62.1(a).

10.  THE START

10.1   The starting order on the Course B1 will:

       *   Finn 

       *   Laser Standard 

       *   Laser Radial             

       *   Laser 4,7.

10.2 The start for any starting group will be done only, if no less than two boats are maneuvering at the starting area before the Warning signal.
10.3 Races will be started by using rule 26.
10.4 The starting line will be:

10.4.1 The course A1 - between orange flag on the race committee boat at the starboard end of the starting line and the port end boat with orange flag.

10.4.2 The course B1 – between a staff with orange flag on the starting vessel at the starboard end and a staff with orange flag on the water at the port end.

10.5 The boats, whose warning signal has not been made, shall avoid the starting area during the starting sequence for other races.

10.6 General recall will be displayed 2 minutes..
10.7 A boat, starting later than 4 minutes after her starting signal, will be scored Did Not Start without a hearing. This changes rules A4 and A5.

10.8 The following race of that day for the class may be start after the last boat finishing or time limit ending. Previous starting order may be changed.

10.9 After a long postponement, to alert boats that a race or sequence of races will begin soon, an orange flag will be displayed with one sound 1 minute before a warning signal is displayed.
11. STARTING PENALTIES
11.1 Standard Penalty Rule
If the flag P is displayed as the Preparatory signal, the rule 29.1 is changed as follow:

If any part of a boat’s hull, crew or equipment is identified within the triangle formed by the ends of the starting line and Mark 1 during the last minute before her starting signal, she will be disqualified from that start without a hearing. If rule 30.3 applies this rule does not.
11.2 Black Flag Rule
11.2.1 Rule 30.3 is supplemented as follows:

The sail numbers of the boats broken rule 30.3 will be shown  on the board as soon as possible, and not later than they passes Mark No.1.The boat whose number is so displayed shall leave the racing area. If she fails to do so, she is liable to be scored DNE

If a general recall is signaled the sail numbers will be displayed in at least 3 minutes. A long sound signal and displayed L flag will be made when the numbers are initially displayed. A boats whose numbers is so displayed shall leave the starting area before the next warning signal and  leave the racing area after the starting signal defined in instruction 11.2.2, at all times when any boat of any fleet is still racing.
11.2.2 Before the starting signal, the racing area is the area within 100 meters of the starting line.
After the starting signal the racing area is the area an imaginary line drawn 100 meters outside any point where a boat might sail during normal racing and includes the area bounded by marks 1, 2, 3 and 5 at all times when any boat of any fleet is still racing.

12.  THE FINISH
 The finishing line will be between a staff with blue flag on the race committee vessel and a staff with blue flag on the water.
13.  PENALTY SYSTEM

13.1 As provided in rule 67, the Jury may, without a hearing, penalize a boat that has broken rule 42.

13.2 Appendix P will apply as changes by instruction13.3

13.3 Rule P2.3 will not apply and rule P2.2 is changed so that will apply to any penalty after the first one.

13.4 The Scoring Penalty will apply:

13.4.1 Penalties for breaches of SI 10.5, 17, 19 and 20 will be 5 points in the race most recently sailed. If no race is scored, penalty points will be added to the first scored race. The places and points for another boats will not be changed.
13.4.2 For breaking 18.3 SI the best disturbers boat in that race will be penalized with 5 points. The places and points another boats will not be changed.
13.5 For breaking rule 28.1, the boat will be disqualified without hearing. This changes rule 63.1
14.  TIME LIMIT

 The boats, failing to finish within 15 minutes after the first boat sails the course and finishes, will be scored Did Not Finish (DNF) without hearing This changes rules 35 and A4.

15.  PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS

15.1 Protestor shall inform RC of the boat being protested immediately after finishing.
15.2 Protest forms are available at the race office. Protests shall be delivered there within the protest time limit.

15.3 The protest time limit is 60 minutes after the last boat finished the last race of the day. 
15.4 The same time limit applies to protests by the race committee and Jury about incidents they observed in the racing area and to requests for redress. This changes rules 61.3 and 62.2.

15.5 Notices will be posted within 30 minutes after the protest time limit.

15.6 A list of boats that, under instruction 13.3 have been penalized for breaking rule 42 will be posted.
15.7 Hearings will be held in the protest room, located at Sailing School “Bangputys”
15.8 Breaches of SI  10.5, 17, 19 and 20 will not be grounds for a protest by a boat. This changes rule 60.1 (a). The scoring abbreviation for a discretionary penalty imposed under this instruction will be DPI.
16. SCORING 

16.1 3 races are required to be completed to constitute a regatta.

16.2 When fewer than 5 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores.

16.3 When from 5 to 8 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total 

of her race scores excluding her worst score.

16.4 When 9 or 10 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her two worst scores.

17.  SAFETY REGULIATIONS

17.1 A boat that retires from a race shall notify the race committee as soon as possible.

17.2 All competitors shall wear life jackets when on the water. For failing to comply with this requirement the boat shall be disqualified. This changes rule 40.

18.  OFFICIAL & SUPPORT BOATS 

18.1 The Race Committee boats will be marked as RC.

18.2 The Protest committee boats will be marked as JURY. 

18.3 All coach boats and spectator boats shall remain outside the Starting and Racing areas as specified in SI 1.4 and 1.5. 

18.4All coach boats shall be registered at the regatta office.

19. TRASH DISPOSAL
Boats shall not put trash in the water. Trash may be placed aboard support and race committee boats.
20. RADIO COMMUNICATION

A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile telephones.

21. EQUIPMENT AND MEASUREMENT CHECKS
A boat or equipment may be inspected at any time for compliance with the class rules and SI.

22. DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY

Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to Race. The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.
